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Digital Recording
Things to consider when purchasing a digital recorder:

Recording Time

There are digital voice recorders that boast of over 250 hours of recording time.
These claims always have to be taken with a grain of salt. Since you will want your
recordings to be of the highest possible quality (unlike business users, who might need
them just for recording spoken voices), fewer hours of recording time will be
available. Be sure to check how long you can record in high quality mode, or look for
a recorder with the largest hard drive you can afford.

Ease of Operation
Take a look at the device and see if it appears to be easy to operate. Especially for
first-time users, it will be important that the device does not intimidate you.

Connectivity to your computer

If you plan to share your files with your chorus mates (e.g. send your qualifying
recordings to your evaluator) you must get a recorder that has PC connectivity. Many
of the inexpensive digital recorders don’t have this feature, so be sure to check for
this. If you don’t get this feature, anything you record will only be “listenable”
through the recorder - you will not be able to save the recording on your computer or
e-mail the recording to your evaluator.

My preference is for a digital voice recorder that plugs directly into the computer’s
USB port, but some digital voice recorders use docking stations and USB cables. My
opinion - If the USB connection is built in, there is less chance of its being misplaced.

Microphone jack

Most digital recorders have built-in microphones, but some also allow the attachment
of an external mic (to clip onto your lapel, for example.) If this is something you
think you might want, then be sure to look for that feature.

Need it for other uses?

Some digital voice recorders are actually mp3 players with built-in voice recorders. If
you want your device to also serve as an mp3 player, look for one that does both - but
make sure you get one with a lot of memory because some of your memory will be
used by the songs you load onto the device.

A general rule of thumb:
My advice is that, just as with a computer, you buy the one with the most memory
you can afford.

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Some suggestions for your first digital recorder
(not comprehensive by any means)

Olympus WS series
e Easy to use, but buttons are quite small
o Uses AAA batteries
e Has built-in USB plug
e Has external mic jack in addition to built-in mic
e (Can be used as an mp3 player
e Five folders
e Pretty darned decent sound quality
e Files are created in WMA format
e Very affordable - good value

Olympus DS series
e Very easy to use - buttons are relatively large
e Uses AAA batteries
e USB connection is via auxiliary cable
e Has external mic jack in addition to built-in mic
e Cannot be used as an mp3 player
e Five folders
e Excellent sound quality
e Files are created in WMA format
e Much more costly than WS series, because recording quality is higher

Philips
e Not as easy to use as Olympus, but not too difficult
e Uses AAA batteries
e Has built-in USB plug
e One folder for recordings
e No external mic jack
e Decent recording quality
e Very inexpensive, but recording quality is not fabulous

Sandisk (Sansa)
e Easy to use with Mac, difficult with PC
e Battery is rechargeable
e USB connection is via auxiliary cable
e One folder for recordings
e No external mic jack
e (Can be used as an mp3 player
e Has an FM tuner and can record FM radio
e Good sound quality
e Files are created in WAV format
e Inexpensive, but recording quality and ease of use suffer
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Some Awesome Free Downloads

Audio editing: Audacity
http://audacity.sourceforge.net/download/

This free program allows you to edit your audio recordings. In one case, | was
actually able to “doctor” a baritone learning tape when the bari and tenor
switched notes.

Audio format converter: Switch
http://www.nch.com.au/switch/
(Be careful not to download Switch Plus - it is not free)

This free program enables you to convert WMA files, WAV files, etc. to a different
format, such as mp3. It will NOT convert m4p (protected) files to mp3, but you
can do that by simply burning a disc. The files on the disc will be mp3 files.

PDF creating: CutePDF
http://www.cutepdf.com/Products/CutePDF /writer.asp

If your computer does not have a program to make PDF’s, this is a nice little
program. You will need to download both the program and a converter (both
available on site listed above) and CutePDF will show up as a printer option. If you
want your document to be a PDF (so others can read but not change it) just choose
this printer option. The best part is that the files are readable on both PCs and
Macs.

Converting PDFs to Word documents: Free PDF to Word doc converter
http://www.hellopdf.com/download.php

This program will convert a PDF to a Word document, which you can then edit as
you see fit. Very cool!

Be aware that this program is only for PCs (not Macs) and you will occasionally be
required to answer a “simple” (not really so simple) math problem in order to
continue to use it for free. So brush off your math skills, and have fun!

Word of Warning: These programs were discovered by me and | did research
before downloading them. | have downloaded and tested all four of these
programs. But be warned that there is always a chance of getting a virus when
you download programs from unknown or untested sources. So beware of
downloading just any old thing.
